3. Small group play such as: duck duck goose, Buzz buzz. Provide lots of descriptive praise. 

4.  Adults to encourage children’s independence as well as modeling how to use specific resources. Adults to encourage other children to also model how to use resources. Adults to use descriptive praise. 

5. Adults to model strategies: ‘no I do not like this’ ‘you have to wait it is my turn’. Adults to provide lots of descriptive praise. 

6. Adults to provide clear requests and use of lots of descriptive praise. Adults to model language for making requests and ensuring children understand expectations.. Ensure clear partnership with parents combined with praise for the children.  

7. Adults to work with parents in supporting children in attending to own personal hygiene and self help skills.  

8. Follow children’s interests, special books to be shared both at home and at nursery. 

Possible experiences:

Following children’s interests, making books to share at home and in nursery

To understand that people have different needs, views, cultures and beliefs, that need to be treated with respect.

	1. Use children’s interests, natural materials to support counting and then matching the appropriate numeral. Incorporate number hunt, finding numbers on the 100 square chart/nursery environment; looking for numbers which have a 2 in it etc.

2. Provide opportunities for estimating, use children’s interests, e.g. how many dinosaurs do we have in our basket, can you see numbers with number 3 in it. Adults to model questions as well as praise for children asking about numbers. 

3. Adults to provide a range of experiences including developing a number rich environment, using numbers in every day context, number hunt, playing hop scotch, 

4. Encourage children to solve problems, how can we make 5, 6 etc. Also asking children to create and solve their own problems. Practitioners to use resources based on children’s interests as well as use of open ended materials such as conkers, pebbles, etc.
